8. Residency Requirements: 30 credit hours of the last 42 in the
degree program. 9 credit hours of the BTS and the Integrative
Studies requirements.

9. Graduation Requirements: 130 credit hours fulfilling the
program requirements as specified. A passing grade in all
courses presented for graduation and a minimum grade point
average of 2.0 (“C”) in 130 credit hours.
